A New Central Public Library
is being planned for Calgary!

The current Central Library
has outgrown its capacity and
the
technology, service, program,

cannot meet new

and collection needs of a
modern library.

Built to serve a population of
433,000, not the today’s
930,000 plus population, the
current facility is undersized
and outdated.

The City of Calgary’s
Community Investment Fund
will help kick-start this project,
and contribute towards a
Library large enough to setve

the entire city.

The project is anticipated to
take between five and seven
years to complete. The primary
focus in the next three years
will be to engage citizens in the

planning process to help define

Calgary’s new landmark
Central Library. This intricate
process involves confirming
the site, finalizing the building
program, securing
partnerships, developing the
requited funding program, and
securing approval to proceed

with construction.

A Central Library supports and
enhances branch libraries; it
does not replace them. With
the Calgary Public Library’s

service model, both branch
libraries and the Central
(downtown) Library are
essential to its success.

Construction of a new Central
Library will not cause the
closure of existing branches
and it will not replace the need
for branches in

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Evidence Based Library and Information Practice:
Helping you matke informed decisions

Decision making is a daily part
of our professional
responsibilities as libratians. As
we strive to make sound
decisions that will improve the
services we provide, stumbling
blocks occur and answers that
are grounded in research atre
not always easy to find.
Evidence Based Librarianship
(EBL) has emerged to help
address some of these issues.
Incorporating research as part
of the decision making process
is the key tenant of EBL. The
process of EBL includes asking
a well-built question, searching
the literature for research that
may answer your question,
appraising the research that
you find, incorporating it as
applicable into your practice,
and evaluating the outcome.
Of course, this is not as simple
as it may sound — barriers
continue to exist, even for
information professionals who
know how to find good
sources of information. The
simple act of accessing
research literature in our own
field of librarianship is not
barrier-free, as fee-based
databases and journals prevent

those outside of major research

institutions  from  accessing
much of our literature.

Evidence Based Library and
Information Practice (EBLIP)
is a new online journal that
seeks to make the process of
incorporating research into
your daily practice a reality.
The purpose of the journal is
to provide a forum for
librarians and information
professionals to discover
research which can contribute
to best-practice decision
making. EBLIP is an open
access journal, meaning that
the content is freely available
to all on the Internet. As well,
authors retain copyright under
a Creative Commons license.
This double-blind peer
reviewed journal incorporates
original research that has
practical value, opinion pieces
on the topic of EBL, and
Evidence Summaries in which
authors critically appraise
previously published research
articles in a standardized,
succinct format. The journal is
international in scope, covers
all aspects of library and

information practice, and is
applicable to all types of
libraries. EBLIP addresses all
types of information needs, by
publishing original research
and featuring previously
published research findings
that may impact your decision
making. The critical appraisal
that occurs in each of the
Evidence Summaries will also
help guide your own critical
appraisal of research, by
providing a process for
determining research strengths
and weaknesses in other
articles of interest to you.

The Editors at EBLIP hope
you will consider this journal as
a place to publish your
research and that you will find
something in each issue that
may be of use in your daily
practice. If you have an article
that you would like to see
appraised in our Evidence
Summaries section, please feel
free to pass that on as well.
