PICTURING THE PAST:
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AND FAMILY HISTORY DIGITAL COLLECTIONS

Calgary was once described as a city that looked as if it had been recently uncrated.
Those of us working with the heritage community in Calgary know that that we have a rich
and colourful history. We are proud at the Calgary Public Library to collect and make ac-
cessible information relating to the heritage of this beautiful city. The Community Heritage
and Family History department of the Calgary Public Library has long been collecting im-
ages relating to the history of Calgary and we are very excited that our new project. The
Community Heritage and Family History Digital Library puts information directly into the
laptops of the people.

Three collections have gone into this library. The Alison Jackson Photograph Collection
was the life work of a former librarian. Her passion for the built heritage of Calgary and her
alarm at the rapid rate of its destruction led her to photograph buildings under threat.
Some of these images are the only publicly accessible ones of buildings that are no longer
standing.

The third collection is our most recent acquisition, attesting to the fact that history never
ceases to be created: the Judith Umbach collection. These photographs record building
and restoration projects currently underway in the city. This collection is important now for
current information and will be invaluable in the future, as we look back to the building
boom that has marked the beginning of the 21% century in Calgary.

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LOEX-of-the-WEST COMES TO CANADA!

From June 101 12, Mount Royal University will be hosting LOEX-of-the-West 2010, a
conference dedicated to information literacy instruction. This conference attracts around
200 delegates from North America and abroad to discuss challenges, share ideas, and
connect with a community of librarians involved in instruction.

LOTW is known as much for the quality of conversations between presentations as for the
diversity and dynamism of the sessions. It balances theories and research with practical
techniques you could use in the classroom tomorrow. This is the first time the conference
has come north of the border, and we look forward to welcoming colleagues from all over
the world.

LOTW

Our theme this year is Crossing Borders, Expanding Frontiers. Papers cover the intersec-
tion of discipline-based learning and information literacy; links between school and post-
secondary libraries; working with distinct populations like ESL students; and distinct
sources like patents.

There is limited space available in the conference and pre-conference. The pre-
conference is a half-day session on how to get published in information literacy, covering
generation of ideas to navigation of peer review.
